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Schedule 3. Implementation Arrangements

The Implementation Arrangement for the Funded Activity, as further elaborated in the
Funding Proposal is:

The Accredited Entity and the Host Country, acting through MoE, shall be the co-Executing
Entities for the implementation of the Funded Activity as further described in this Agreement.

The Accredited Entity shall enter into the Project Agreement with the Executing Entity
which will be legally binding and will detail the respective roles and responsibilities of FAO and
the Executing Entity including (i) the role of the Host Country, acting through MoE, for the
execution and implementation of the Funded Activity; and (ii) the provisions with respect to the
relevant Co-financing to be provided by the Host Country, acting through MoE, for the
implementation of the Funded Activity. The Project Agreement will also contain the relevant
provisions for the compliance by the Accredited Entity with the requirements from the AMA and
this Agreement, and provisions on the applicability of the Convention on the Privileges and
Immunities of the Specialized Agencies to FAO for the purpose of the Funded Activity, including
to the GCF Proceeds held by FAO. For the avoidance of doubt, the Project Agreement shall serve
as the Subsidiary Agreement.

The Accredited Entity shall separately enter into Co-financing Agreements with the
Co-financiers (listed below) which are responsible for providing the relevant Co-financing
through the Accredited Entity. The Co-financing Agreement shall be entered into between the
Accredited Entity and the following Co-financiers:

For the implementation of the Funded Activity, the EPIU will be responsible for:

() Day-to-day project management (including human resources management,
financial and procurement services);

In addition to its role as the Accredited Entity, FAO in its capacity as Executing Entity will
be responsible for:

() Delivering technical support service in the area of FAQ’s international mandates
and highest technical comparative advantages as a United Nations Specialized
Agency;

(b) FAO will be in charge of the execution of selected Activities and of the contractual

agreements with the Project partners at field level;
(© Reporting, monitoring and implementation of GCF Proceeds; and

() Reporting on the status of the Co-financing implemented by the FAO. FAO will
contribute its own resources to finance its part of Project implementation.
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
