2014-2020 programme period: The results of the evaluation

Impact on local communities: not a concrete economic advantage, but raising awareness of the 
possibilities of cross-border cooperation 

Governance and support for beneficiaries: division of tasks between the programme bodies is 
considered clear, cooperation fruitful and administrative capacity adequate; high workload for 
supporting project applicants and project evaluation

Transferability of the results: “passive" modality → free access to the products/outputs/results

Environmental assessment: no specific mitigation measures or reprogramming; positive impact of 
some projects with regard to the protection of transboundary ecosystems and habitats 



2014-2020 programme period: 
Lessons learned 

• Preparation of strategic decisions for 
the period 2021-2027

• Securing data and information for impact 
assessment

• Bilingualism of the evaluators is very 
important

• COVID-19 affected the activities of the 
various projects by causing delays in 
their implementation and, subsequently, 
in the impact assessment 

Post 2027 

• Sharing evaluation findings with 
stakeholders to improve the 
programming process in the 
next period (post 2027)

• Focus on  stronger citizens‘ 
participation in future evaluation 
processes - augmented

➢ Interviews: insights from RCUs and stakeholders (LAGs)

• Positive insights: cross-border collaboration leads to personal 
and professional growth and is a very appreciated opportunity to 
enhance local territories

• Negative insights: socio-economic differences reduce 
attractiveness for Austrian partners, sometimes linguistic barriers, 
cross-border mobility to improve

• To work on: burocracy burden, heavy administration tasks for 
small-scale projects (draft budget has yet to be tested)
