I have always loved walking
in cemeteries, filled as

they are with fragments of
history and past lives.

One day, when I was
walking through Tower
Hamlets Cemetery, opened
in 1841 and now in
disrepair, I wondered what
it was like to see something
this grand being built.

It is a story
of murder and manipulation
but I wouldn'’t say it’s
gloomy: so too is it a love
story, and about a young
woman trying to raise
herself in a world that seems
set against her.
