Add the flour to the small bowl and add the lemon zest. 
Measure the milk into a jug, stir in the lemon juice and set aside. 

It will curdle and thicken. 
In one of the mixing bowls, cream together the butter and sugar until 

creamy and fluffy in texture. Add the egg yolks, one at a time, to the 
creamed butter and sugar, whisking well between each addition. Add the 
flour and lemon zest mix and whisk to incorporate. The mixture will be 
thick in texture. Next add the thickened milk a little at a time until all 
of the milk has been added and the batter is thin and smooth. 

If you want to get ahead the mixture can be left in this state 
in the fridge for several hours. Leave the bowl of egg whites at 
room temperature. 

When ready to assemble and bake, preheat the oven to 200°C / 
l80°C fan / 400°F /gas 6. 

Using clean whisks, whip the egg whites until they are at the stiff 
peak stage. Take the lemon batter, give it a stir then start to fold in 
the whisked egg whites. Use a large spoon and fold them in in three 
sessions. Don’t whisk them in – you want to be able to reserve as much 
air as possible in the mix. The mixture may appear a little lumpy, but 
this is fine. Transfer the batter to the buttered dish and bake for 35-40 
minutes. The pudding will be golden brown on the top. 

Sift over a dusting of icing sugar and serve at the table straight from 
the dish. Any leftover pudding is also delicious chilled the next day.

Smashed roasted potatoes meet 
their match with juicy dill pickles.
All elements can be made ahead.

SERVES: 4-6 

Boil the potatoes in water, with 1 tablespoon 
of salt, for around 15 minutes or until fork 
tender. Drain the potatoes and put them 
back in the pan to let them steam dry.

Preheat the oven to 230ºC (fan 220ºC/
gas mark 8). Line a baking tray with 
baking paper.

Drizzle 2 tablespoons of the oil over 
the potatoes and toss so the oil is evenly 
distributed.

Put the potatoes on the lined baking tray, 
spacing them apart, and use the bottom 
of a glass jar to smash them until they’re 
about 5mm (¼in) thick. Brush the remaining 
tablespoon of oil over the smashed 
potatoes and roast for 35–40 minutes 
until golden brown.

Where did you get your 
inspiration for Hunt for the Golden Scarab?
I love music, from classical to rock. Music 
can summon emotion and memories, express 
things words cannot, and transport you to 
a different time or place. I have also been 
obsessed with beautiful doors ever since 
I read the scene in which Mary Lennox 
discovers the garden door behind the curtain 
of ivy in The Secret Garden. The seed for 
the Time Keys series was connecting the 
two, imagining that music could open doors 
in time.

Can you tell us how the characters are able 
to time travel?
Sim and Jeopardy are cousins, and time keys. 
Sim is twelve and Jeopardy thirteen. They 
are musicians with an ear for the frequency 
of time doors.

Anne’s enemies start plotting 
Anne’s reputation grew, fuelled by the sly words of a 
court full of ambitious men. The Seymour family in 
particular were keen to suggest a new wife for Henry. 
Jane Seymour was Anne’s maid of honour. She was 
perceived as different from Anne in every way, and her 
family saw an opportunity to improve their position via 
an advantageous marriage. Henry soon became hooked  
on the seemingly milder, more reserved Jane, and 
decided to look for a way to remove Anne.

I was delighted to be asked by Gaby 
Morgan at Macmillan, to curate a series 
of anthologies that match our unusual 
bookshops, the Poetry Pharmacy, with 
its branches in Bishop’s Castle and inside 
Lush Spa on Oxford Street, which are 
divided into sections by broad emotional 
states with books of poetry, philosophy, 
psychology and well-being.

For many years, I’ve believed in the 
power of literature, and more specifically 
poetry to heal, to uplift, and to act as a 
bridge of intimacy between the writer 
and the reader and also to connect us 
to one another.  As a bookseller and as a 

professional prescriber of poems, I see in 
daily practice how the sharing of poems 
through the gift of a book to a loved one, 
or as a kindness to oneself, can often have 
surprisingly profound effects. 

I star ted sharing poems first of all with 
people living with dementia and sight-loss, 
and in schools and in women’s groups and 
then, as the ‘Emergency Poet’ in my vintage 
ambulance with its attached pharmacy 
since 2012. I continued this work at the 
Poetry Pharmacy bookshop, and I’ve seen 
again and again how words can offer 
solace, clarity, and a fresh perspective.

With these anthologies, I wanted to create 
a space where readers of all kinds can 
come to find exactly what they need –

whether that’s comfort, inspiration, or a 
quiet moment of reflection. I’ve carefully 
curated each collection to include poems 
that resonate with a range of emotions 
and experiences. Poetry has this unique 
ability to hold up a mirror to our lives, 
while also offering a way through the 
more difficult moments. My hope is 
that these books will do just that: offer 
you a moment of stillness, a sense of 
belonging, or simply the pleasure of 
beautiful language.

In putting these anthologies together, I’ve 
drawn from a wide variety of voices – 
both familiar and new. I wanted to include 
poets from all walks of life and styles, so 
that everyone can find something that 
speaks to them. Whether you’re new to 
poetry or a lifelong lover of verse, there’s 
something here for you.
