Its blend of rock, folk,
and soul was considered revolutionary at the time and
became a touchstone for the genre. As part of the album’s 50th
anniversary celebrations this year, Springsteen is expected to
drop never-before-heard material and has also announced an
extension of his global tour with The E Street Band.

I Who is Martin Scorsese?

Martin Scorsese, born 17 November 1942 in New York City, is
a towering figure in the world of cinema. Scorsese’s personal
background is one of both hardship and inspiration. Raised in
the Italian-American neighbourhood of Little Italy, Scorsese was
the son of Charles and Catherine Scorsese, both of whom were
devout Catholics. His early life was marked by a close connection
to his family, faith, and neighbourhood, elements that would
later find their way into many of his films.

Scorsese’s passion for film was ignited at 3 young age. As 3
child, he was frequently afflicted by asthma, which kept him
indoors and in front of the television. He grew up watching
classic Hollywood cinema, foreign films, and documentaries.
His education in filmmaking began at New York University’s
(NYU) Tisch School of the Arts, where he earned a master’s
degree in film direction. During this time, he developed his
distinct cinematic style: fast-paced editing, raw realism, and
an unflinching portrayal of complex, often troubled characters.
Scorsese began his professional career with several short films,
but it was his feature debut, “Who's That Knocking at My Door”
(1967)—originally intended as his master’s thesis at NYU—that
marked the beginning of his illustrious career in Hollywood.

Highlight: The stunning La Scala Opera House is a key visual component
of the film. The striking landmark symbolises Callas’s professional
zenith and artistic legacy. The opulence of the opera house reflects
both the high regard in which Callas was held by the opera world

and the overwhelming weight of fame she carried

throughout her life.

John Hurt’s portrayal of Joseph Merrick, also known as “The
Elephant Man,” is one of the most hauntingly beautiful and
painfully human performances ever captured on film. The
Oscar-nominated actor spent hours every day to undergo
a dramatic transformation that involved the application of
a massive headpiece and facial prosthetics designed by
Christopher Tucker. The result was a grotesque yet deeply
sympathetic portrayal of Merrick that allowed Hurt to
convey Merrick’s humanity, giving the audience access
to his character’s deep well of emotions even while the
make-up hid most of his expressions.

Three decades on, fans may have
the chance to watch the iconic masked figure on the big
screen again as Carrey recently revealed that he is open to
finally filming the sequel “if somebody had the right idea, |
quess...it's not really about the money.”

Desperate to reclaim her
youth, she turns to a black market drug called Substance.

Moore, known for her youthful appearance, underwent a
remarkable transformation for the role, utilising prosthetics
to age her character significantly and add layers of depth to
her performance. More than just makeup, it is also a powerful
storytelling tool that helped relay the film's narrative. Viewers
are forced to look beyond the familiar face of the star and into
the complex human emotions that Sparkle struggles with,
such as the pressures of ageing and societal expectations of
beauty. French makeup artist Pierre-Olivier Persin relied on a
combination of prosthetic ageing techniques to achieve the
desired aesthetics, which earned him an Oscar nomination for
Best Make-Up and Hairstyling.

Indeed, prosthetic make-up can be more than just a means for
transforming an actor’s appearance—it is an art form that allows
filmmakers to create the impossible and bring authenticity to
fantasy. With films like “The Substance” continuing to showcase
the depth of prosthetic artistry, this specialised form of make-up
remains a cornerstone of storytelling in cinema.

The result of this careful consideration is an album that is deeply
introspective and that encapsulates themes such as loss, memory,
and redemption, which have pervaded Smith's work throughout
his career. In fact, “Songs of a Lost World” comes across like a
culmination of everything The Cure had explored in the past while
setting the stage for the next chapter of their legacy.

One of the most striking features of the album is its ambitious
and highly detailed arrangements. The album takes the band’s
signature  sound—moody, atmospheric quitars, melancholic
melodies, and Smith’s evocative voice—and navigates into new
territories. While The Cure has always been known for their
lush, layered arrangements, this latest album takes things to
a whole new level by incorporating elements of orchestral
grandeur.

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1 A Lyrical Journey Through Time and Memories

As always, Robert Smith's lyrics are a driving force behind every
song. His introspective, oft-cryptic lyrics invite the listener into a
world that is both familiar and strange, a place where memories
and dreams are interwoven. Throughout the album, Smith explores
themes of loss, longing, and the passage of time, with a deep
sense of melancholy that has been a hallmark of The Cure’s music
for decades.

As expected, the tracks bear a lot of Smith's personal sentiments;
“Endsong” was inspired by memories of the night he and his father
sat in their backyard gazing at the stars while Apollo Il landed on the
moon. “I Can Never Say Goodbye” was written in honour of Smith’s
late brother, a cathartic release for the pain and grief he still carries.
Smith has described it as “a very difficult song to sing.”

One of the standout tracks, “And Nothing Is Forever,” is a melancholic
meditation on the impermanence of life and relationships. With
haunting lyrics like, “I know / That my world has grown old / But it
really doesn't matter / If you say we'll be together / If you promise
you'll be with me in the end,” Smith acknowledges the transient
nature of all things. The song conveys a sense of bittersweet
resignation as the lyrics capture the inevitability of change and the
emotional toll it takes. The track combines reflective sorrow with
a resigned understanding, making it one of the most poignant
moments on the album.

Smith's creative expressions are brought to life by his bandmates,
with Simon Gallup’s signature basslines providing the foundation for
the lush arrangements while drummer Jason Cooper and quitarist
Reeves Gabrels bring their own unique flavour to the mix. It's
clear that they are still at the top of their game. Their musicianship
is nothing short of exceptional, with each track on the album
meticulously crafted and perfectly executed.

“Songs of a Lost World” is not just an album but a statement—about
where the band has been but also, and more importantly, where they
are going. It is 3 masterwork that encapsulates everything that has
made The Cure one of the most influential bands in rock history

while pushing the boundaries of what rock music can
be. It's an album that reminds us why
we fell in love with The Cure
in the first place.
