	Doubling Up
	Not permitted across clubs in Masters Leagues unless agreed by match day teams and the MMLC.


	Appendix 4.1
	
	Doubling up, defined as playing in multiple teams within adult and/or masters leagues on the same matchday, is generally not permitted except in specific cases. This includes across Masters clubs. Any exception to the doubling up restrictions for a Masters match will require permission from the MMLC which may be granted on a case-by-case basis for situations not covered by these general guidelines.
