• Conduct post-match reviews, providing constructive feedback and identifying key development areas for 
individuals and the team 

• Where fixtures overlap, the Men’s 1st XI will take priority for coach attendance, with alternative 

arrangements for the Women’s 1st XI agreed in advance with the Club Captain

• Conduct detailed performance and video analysis of both team and opposition 

• Design and implement tactical frameworks aligned with the club’s playing philosophy and competitive goals 

• Identify, develop, and support player progression across the season
