60 credits from the specified core option modules and 60 credits from the further specified

Maximum transferred credit

120 credits at OU Stage 1. Credit transfer is only permitted if the intensive start route is being
followed. Credit transfer is not permitted against the default start study route.

For students who started the qualification before October 2016, the intensive start study
route was referred to as the standard route, and the default start study route as the gentle
start study route.
