Background

The UK Endorsement Board (UKEB) and Department for Business and Trade (DBT) will undertake background due diligence checks on all applicants who are invited to interview.  Any interests, political activity or previous conduct issues that you declare within this “Candidate Self-Declaration Form”, will be provided to the interview assessment panel along with any other matters raised during our checks. If you are shortlisted for interview, your interests will be explored with you further at this stage by the interview panel. Conflicts of interest are a set of circumstances that creates a risk that an individual’s ability to apply judgement or act in one role is, or could be, impaired or influenced by a secondary interest. The perception of competing interests, impaired judgement or undue influence can also be a conflict of interest.

They can arise because of other roles that you hold, such as consultant, company director or secretary. They can also arise as a result of interests or roles held by members of your family or in situations where public contracts are being awarded to a firm in which you have an interest (either direct or indirect). Significant political activity is defined as being employed by a political party, holding significant office in a party, standing as a candidate for a party in an election, having publicly spoken on behalf of a political party or having made significant donations or loans to a party. Significant loans and donations are those of a size which are reported to the Electoral Commission, in line with a central party’s reporting threshold.
